4.  It is not necessary for a Driver and Co-Driver to remain as a team throughout the duration of the championship.

5.  In the event of a tie in the championship placing, the championship will be awarded to the competitor gaining the greater number of maximum scores.   If a tie still results, the process shall be continued down the scoring table until it is resolved.

6.  All events in the championship, and any other Enduro rallies which request it, will be observed and marked by Association appointed observers.   The results of this marking may be used to form the basis of the succeeding year’s championship.

7.  A maximum of 2 Senior Officials on events may claim 12 championship points each for organising an event in the Championship calendar.   This claim can only be made once in a Championship year.   These Officials must be named in the event regulations.

The addition of points for Senior Officials rule was proposed by Burnham on Sea MC and seconded by Torbay MC.

AUTOTEST RULE CHANGES

Nic Ayre the ASWMC Autotest Championship Co-ordinator (who is also the MSA Autotest Championship Co-ordinator), proposed the following changes for 2009.

2. Classes

Class A:  Road Going Saloon Cars.

Class B:  Road Going Sports Cars,  (excluding kit cars and all seven type derivatives).

Class C:  Autotest Saloons up to 11ft overall length.

Class D:  Autotest Saloons over 11ft overall length.

Class E:  Sports and Kit Cars (including cabriolets running with hood down).

Class F:  Specials.

Note:    Classes may vary on events, where this occurs the results will be re-classified into the above class structure for allocation of points.

Definitions:  Class A & B Cars.    Must be taxed and MOT’d.   It is intended for cars normally used on the road, and is not for full lightweight Autotest cars.   Any car not in the spirit of the regulations will run in the appropriate Autotest Class. 

The changes were proposed by Taunton MC, and seconded by Bristol MC as they stand.   If there are any changes then these will be advised to all clubs.

3.  Scoring.

10 for 1st in Class, 8, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 for 8th or lower + 1 point for starting and 1 point for finishing.   

If there is only one starter in a class, then 9 points will be awarded.
